Hindutva (‘Hinduness’) is the core ideology of Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP) - the present ruling party in India -
and according to this ideology, Hindu identity is a combination of sacred territory, language, and race.

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Using community detection on the network of hashtag co-occurrence, we identify topics related to the four ps:/fost.io/utw

most common features of RWE: exclusionary nationalism (cluster a), conspiracy theories (clusters d, e),
violence and hate against minorities (clusters b, f) and anti-democratic sentiment (cluster c). We conclude

that Hindutva should be categorized as an ideology of RWE. Toxicity analysis shows significantly higher toxi-
city in Hindi language for conspiracy-related and anti-minority tweets.
Against that global rise of RWE, it is crucial to study Hindutva from the RWE perspective, for it stands to not
only bring global awareness about the ideology but also diversify the existing narrative about RWE and, in
turn, make it 310]331 instead of Eurocentric.
